Seeing is believing and you will be amazed at the difference two coats 

of sealer will make to your decorative concrete! The sealer gives it a 

permanent ‘wet look’ which adds lustre and richness to the colour. Any 

decorative aggregates exposed on the surface take on an extra colour 

dimension, and where a trowel finish is used, the colour is simply more 

vibrant and attractive.

For owners who prefer the natural appearance yet want to protect the 

concrete from the ingress of dirt, then select the CCS Natural Seal.

Coloured concrete is a hard wearing building material, 

however the life of the decorative surface is improved by 

sealing it. Adding two coats of sealer improves abrasion 

resistance while creating a barrier between the concrete 

colour and the effects of sun, rain and chemicals.

By blocking the fine capillary pores of the concrete, the 

sealer minimises the incidence of “free lime” migrating 

to the surface. Free lime occurs naturally in concrete and 

can form white powdering deposits on the surface of the 

concrete during and after curing. This white powder is 

called efflorescence and because of its whiteness creates an 

impression that the colour in the concrete is fading. Sealing 

the concrete soon after placement will minimise efflorescence.

The film of resin formed from the sealer creates a somewhat 

smoother surface finish, making it much more difficult for grime 

to take hold in the surface. Consequently, it is just a matter 

of washing and brushing a sealed concrete surface to remove 

moss or grime and return it to its original attractive state.

Driveways, paths and many outdoor surfaces are constantly 

exposed to the accumulation of dust, grime and chemicals 

that are dropped, blown or washed onto the surface. 

Without an effective sealer coat these pollutants seep in 

through the minute concrete pores, tarnishing and staining 

the colour. Sealing the surface creates a barrier that 

minimises the ingress of those materials.

Sealing concrete provides a wet look appearance. The above 
photo demonstrates the difference between a sealed (left 
hand side) and unsealed coloured concrete.

The above photo demonstrates the difference between an unsealed 
(right hand side) and sealed section (left hand side) of the same 
concrete surface after several years of weathering. The sealed section  
of the concrete remains clean after many years whereas the unsealed 
section (with the pen) is dirty due to the accumulation of grime and dust.

To improve the traction of sealed surfaces, 

the polymer additive should be mixed with 

the sealer prior to applying the top coat.

For smooth or areas on an incline, use of 

crushed glass and other granular materials 

should be used to improve traction.

In all cases on site trials should be conducted 

to ensure that relevant slip resistance levels 

are obtained.

Reconditioning Existing Concrete
It is never too late to seal or reseal your concrete surface. With proper preparation, old 

concrete can be given a dramatic facelift, by coating it with one of the CCS Sealers.

Unsealed Concrete

Preparation normally includes a pressure clean, degreasing to remove oil stains and 

then a light acid etch and wash. Once these steps are completed and the concrete is 

dry, sealing can commence.

Already Sealed Concrete

Care and patience are required when recoating previously sealed concrete surfaces. 

The critical ingredient to a satisfactory job is to ensure that the new coat of sealer 

bonds to the existing sealer coat in addition to the concrete surface.

In order to successfully achieve this bonding, recoating of sealed concrete should 

occur within 2½ years of the initial coating.

As the initial coating ages, it tends to chemically cross link with the concrete below 

it to form a very hard, yet somewhat brittle layer of sealer. The hard sealer layer can 

be difficult to dissolve when new sealer is applied to it, causing whitening problems 

at a later date. To avoid such problems we recommend conducting a small trial. We 

recommend that a 2m2 trial in full sunlight (for exterior surfaces) is resealed and then 

left to weather for six to eight weeks. At the completion of the trial period, if there is 

no evidence of whitening, then the remainder of the area can be resealed. 

If whitening does occur then consult with our technical staff to consider the use of 

Fusion Seal or our stripper to treat the existing coating.
